Tours and Presentations- We have given a few different tours this past year to the
Boys and Girls Club for an after school activity for kids to learn about recycling and trash. We
also have given a tour to a ladies group that had interest in our Household Hazardous Waste
Reuse Building and what is available to the public who lives in Reno County. Education is our
biggest goal to help inform citizens of Reno County and what all the landfill has to offer in our
county.

Certified Powertrain Rebuilds (Foley Equipment)

Here at the landfill we go through a Certified Rebuild Program with Foley Equipment on our Dozers,
Scrapers, and Trash Compactors.

Scrapers are rebuilt at 12,000 hours and again at 22,000 hours, where as the trash compactors and
dozers are rebuilt at 15,000 hours and 27,000 hours. These machines basically get rebuilt from the
frame up, inside and out and come back with a brand new serial number and new warranty on the
machines. The life cycle of a machine going through the rebuild program increases the life of the
machine years and years down the road which is cost effective to the county, since these machines are
the nuts and bolts of the operation at the landfill.

The planning commission needs guidance on whether it should consider a ban on commercial scale

solar projects in the zoned area, or if the commissioners want them to draft regulations to allow

commercial projects to be developed. With this direction the county can eventually close out the solar
regulations in the zoned portion of Reno County and once that is complete turn our focus to the rest of

the county.

Budget

Aging Services has spent 21% and Public Transit has spent 63 % of the Department budgets respectively —
a composite total of 51% of the entire 002 expenditure budget as of 4/23/2024. Composite revenue is 49 %.
The purchase of 6 buses has skewed the Public Transit report — the revenue and expenditure off set but it
causes the percentages to be inflated. This will be important to keep in mind through out the remainder of
the year.

I submitted a draft of the 2025 budget. Since the U.S.C 49-5311 “KDOT” grant award has not been
announced the figures are based on the amount awarded last year. KDOT just announced they will release
The FY 2025 award in mid-May. I feel certain the budget will need to be adjusted accordingly as the
awards have never been identical year to year.

Public Transportation

Staff- One Rcat Driver position will be filled pending the outcome of pre-employment testing. The driver
who has been on extended medical leave will be unable to return to work. As a result, we have one driver
position open.

Operations -Rcat received delivery of the long anticipated six Ford E450 cutaways from Diamond Coach
model VIP 2200. I formally accepted the buses. This instigated the shared payment process in partnership
with KDOT which went through smoothly. There are many steps in processing a new bus into the fleet
and we are progressing well. Ford just released the MSO or titles to the dealership so we will be able to get
the permanent license plates by next week. Switching the radios and tablets will be the final step. We plan
to begin transitioning the new buses into service during the first week in May.

The Reno County Public Transportation Commission quarterly meeting was held.

Aging
Staff - The Social and Human Services position will be filled the first week in May.
Operations

In preparation for the Senior Farmers Market Nutrition Program, all staff completed the required training.
Several staff have participated in either the Kansas Leadership Center or the county HPO leadership
training this month.

We continue to be busy assisting people who transitioned to Medicare Part C Advantage plans during the
enrollment period last fall.

Staffing changes or issues

The County Appraiser’s office is fully staffed.

Financial Summary

As of 4/26/24, the Appraiser’s Office has spent approximately 30% of the year-to-date budget, with
approximately 79% of expenses being payroll. The remaining expenses were primarily regular and
seasonal/monthly expenses.

Projects/Issues/Challenges/Concerns
Residential & Commercial Departments

e Staff has completed 99% of informal appeals with property owners for the 2024 valuation. Informal
appeal counts were down over 60% from 2023.

e Staff continues to process payment under protest hearings as they come in from the Treasurer.

e Staff has begun data collection and annual review for the 2025 valuation cycle.

Personal Property

e Personal property value notices (including oil & gas) will be mailed on May 1 per statute. Appeals for
personal property must be received or postmarked by May 15; they will be promptly worked in order to
meet the statutory valuation certification date of June 1.

Support Staft

e Staff continues to process deeds and update records accordingly.

e Staff continues to work with IT to determine best practices for workflow efficiency.

e Support staff performed admirably over the last two months as they dealt with above normal call volume
plus scheduling appeals, creating appeal packets, and handling incoming personal property renditions.

Budget YTD Summary

As of April 24th, 2024, we are at 32% of our overall budget of $209,972. The internal services fund (fuel
and parts) stands at 16% out of our budget of $345,846. We have not purchased any vehicles yet this
year out of the special equipment fund but have encumbered 84% of the total of $268,213 for
replacement patrol and jail vehicles.

Projects/Issues

We will be receiving quotes yet this month to replace a vehicle for the Sheriff’s admin/detective division.
We currently have 6 vehicles on order. Other than that it has been routine maintenance and repair.

In the Election’s Office we are finishing up from the Presidential Preference Primary and
getting the supply bags ready for the next election.

By the end of April, 35% of the year-to-date budget has been used in the Clerk’s Office with
the majority of that for payroll and 30% in the Election’s Office has been used, with the
majority of that for payroll.

Community Corrections has one open Intensive Supervision Officer position. Intensive Supervision

Officers, ISO’s, fulfill the primary function of the agency, the direct supervision of people assigned to the
program. Supervision of adults will be their primary function, but they may also be able to supervise
youth in the future.

Projects/Concerns

The comprehensive plan grant applications were submitted in April. These Department of Corrections
grant are the primary funding source for adult and juvenile supervision. Much of the money pays for
staff but a large amount also goes towards client services.

Supervisory staff have continued to do refresher training with officers. During the staff meetings in April
we’ve staffed cases with a specific focus on evidence-based practices and core correctional practices.
This includes one officer giving everyone some basic information on a client including the risk and needs
assessment results and case plan goals. We then discuss how each aspect of the training applies to this
specific person. The goal is to help officers apply what they are learning in a meaningful way. Rather
than just knowing the principles, we want officers to apply these things to the people with whom they
work.

Financial

The Legislative budget committees have approved the $5 million increase for statewide funding of
Community Corrections. Once the budget is passed by the Governor the Department of Corrections will
determine allocations for each agency. It is likely agencies will need to complete an amended budget
when allocations come out in June.
